The format is flexible
in terms of topic, mode of presentation and venue, allowing new opportunities for collaboration to
arise each time.

Selection criteria
e Qutstanding interdisciplinary research in the humanities at a Swiss university or abroad

e Experience in communicating one's own research to a broad public
e Ph.D. that was awarded no more than five years ago (net academic age)
e International candidates are especially welcome.
