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The conference brings together 
renowned experts in the historio-
graphy of the house, home and 
family. It chiefly takes a praxeolo-
gical perspective and focuses on 
aspects of doing the domestic. Also 
covered will be aspects of termi- 
nology, social space, gender and re-
presentations. How did women  
and men from different social mi- 
lieus perform and understand  
the domestic in their daily lives? 
How were the house, home and 
family entangled in their social en-
vironments? And how did all this 
change from the early modern to 
the modern period?

The conference is organized by  
the committee of the SNSF-Si- 
nergia-project Doing House and 
Family, based at the Universities of 
Bern, Basel, Lausanne and Lucerne.
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
